ANCIENT GREECE and ROME RESEARCH PROJECT 

Ancient Greece and Rome were very instrumental in the development of the cultures of today.  The 
modern cultures are directly influenced by the Greek and Roman cultures in the areas of the arts, 
religion, government, and way of life, economy, and architecture. The constant development 
and the growth of these cultures directly influenced how we live today.  Using the various resources, you 
will address the task. 

Your task is to learn about a specific aspect of the unique Greek and Roman civilizations through your 
own research. You have been assigned specific attributes of the Greek and Roman Culture. To begin, you 
will thoroughly research your specific topic using the internet and books from the library, recording the 
sources of the information that you use.  Next, you will complete an informative essay outline, and then 
write a two to three page essay, using 10-12pt Times New Roman font, which compares and contrasts 
the assigned aspects of the Greece and Roman cultures. 

The purposes of providing 6th grade students with a Research Unit experience, in Library 
Media Center class, are as follows: 

• To focus on the Research Process (not, the subject matter) as a learning experience of value, this calls 
for commitment, responsibility, independent effort, and a variety of skills and prior knowledge. 

• To provide a transitional experience with the Research Process in 6th grade, to ensure readiness for 
similar requirements in Middle School.  

• To use prior knowledge of note taking, collecting data, documentation, summarization, making 
generalizations and discovering relationships from oral, written and electronic resources.  

• To provide an opportunity for each 6th grade student to utilize available technology for research 
purposes and integrate the acquired information into written format.  

• To include proper citation and submit a completed works cited page 
 

Essential Questions 

• Why is prior knowledge of note taking, writing summaries, skimming print materials, collecting 
data and drawing conclusions, essential to producing a successful research project?  

• How is the research process an important component of life-long learning skills?  

• In what way does the completion of a research project on a subject such as Ancient China, lead to the 
increased understanding of the world around us? 

• Each student will be required to complete the assignment, the reflection page, as well as provide their 
notes and their research.
